The core issue was the 
arrogance of the Corinthians who sat in improper judgment of these 
teachers. Paul had to warn them for their own good. He shared his 
motive, his representative, and the consequences of his visit if they 
chose not to follow his warning. What can we learn about the 
correction and consequences of God from our passage?
